at the 30th CSJ-B'nai B’rith Solidarity Breakfast

B’rith International Breakfast, “A Celebration of Solidarity,” reflects a

demonstration of unity between the Italian American and Jewish communi-
ties. It is held annually to honor an Italian American and a Jewish American,
both of whom have contributed in a positive manner to their respective commu-
nities. This year’s breakfast was held at Stuart Thomas Manor, 2143 Boundary
Ave., Farmingdale, on MAY 22. There was a single honoree this year, Dr.
Stanislao Pugliese, a professor of modern European history and of Italian and
Italian American Studies at Hofstra University.

Enrico Annichiarico, Vice-president New York OSIA Commission For Social
Justice, and Doris Levinson, Past President B’nai B’rith District 1, welcomed the
assembly, which was then followed by the Pledge of Allegiance and an
Invocation. During the delicious breakfast, much socializing took place. After
breakfast came greetings from Stella Grillo, President NY CSJ, and Harold
Miller, B’nai B’rith International Board of Governors. Both commented on the
work of their respective groups and how they benefited their communities.
Following was the presentation of the thirtieth Lehman-LaGuardia Award for
Civic Achievement to Dr. Stanislao Pugliese.

The subject of Dr. Pugliese’s works (e.g. books, essays, lectures, articles) are
about Italians and Italy, and many about Jews in Italy, from thousands of years
ago e.g. “The Most Ancient of Minorities: The Jews of Italy,” to the second
World War e.g. “....Graffiti From the Nazi Prison in Rome, 1943-44" and
“Resisting Fascism: The Politics and Literature of Italian Jews, 1922-45.” Dr.
Pugliese shows diversity in his interest in Italian Americans in his lectures on
Frank Sinatra for example, and his interest in Italy has not waned, as he is cur-
rently working on a cultural history of Naples. Dr. Pugliese was introduced by
Francesca Magliochetti, a fellow board member of the American Italian
Historical Association, who has also worked with him in translating certain
works. Dr. Pugliese stated he was very honored by this award, and was warmly
received by a very enthusiastic audience.

National OSIA President Joseph DiTrapani touted NY’s CSJ, which he
referred to as the best in the Country. He briefly informed the group about the
works of National OSIA.

William Pierez, Chief Justice of B’nai B’rith International Court, stated his sat-
isfaction in the meeting of the two groups (CSJ-BB) on April 3rd of this year at
the Kupferberg Holocaust Memorial Center at Queensboro Community College,
hosted by Dr. Arthur Flug, one of last year’s Award recipients.

Salvatore Lanzilotta, NYOSIA President, was the last to speak, and referring
to the Breakfast as part of a positive image projected by the CSJ, he, too, praised
the NY CSJ and its President, Stella Grillo.

Robert Samson, B’nai B’rith, closed the program with a Benediction. B

Appointed NYS CSJ Chairman

Former VP Assumes Leadership Position

Enrico Annichiarico lived in the East
Northport/Commack area of the Town of Huntington
since the age of five. His family moved to Suffolk
from New Hyde Park. He attended Chaminade High
School and at age 21, he joined the Suffolk County
Police Department.

While on the job, Enrico earned an Associate Degree
in Police Science from SUNY Farmingdale. He
completed his Bachelor’s Degree in Behavioral
Sciences with honors at the NY Institute of
Technology and has received numerous professional
certifications.

For most of his police career, Enrico was a Community
Relations Specialist. In that capacity, he worked with community leaders to
resolve problems of mutual concern, lectured in school law programs, taught K-
Adult crime prevention strategies, and later became the commanding officer of
the Department’s Drug Abuse Resistance Education (DARE) Program.

As a facilitator of DARE Training for the NYS Division of Criminal Justice
Services, Enrico supervised the trainings of Police Officers from police organiza-
tions throughout New York State. He retired from the Suffolk County Police
Department in 2009 after 45 years of service.

Enrico joined the Order Sons of Italy in 1994. He served as President of the Fr.
John Papallo Lodge #2684 in Kings Park, NY from 1999-2001. He has held the
positions of Grand Deputy, District I Deputy, District I CSJ Chair, and CSJ Vice-
President. He has served on the CSJ Executive Committee for the past ten years.
In 2005, Enrico was elected District I Trustee and served for two terms. In 2008,
he founded the Perry Como Lodge #2846 in Northport NY, which now boasts
nearly 175 members and is still growing.

As the NYS CSJ Chair, Enrico has a number of goals in mind in addition to
being keenly vigilant for incidents of defamation and negative stereotyping of
Italian- Americans. Included among them are plans to visit with CSJ District
Chairs, liaisons and lodge presidents throughout the state to strengthen the CSJ
network and to facilitate increased participation in the planning and implementa-
tion of CSJ. He will reach out to other Italian-American organizations and eth-
nic groups to dialogue on matters of mutual concern.

Enrico and the CSJ Executive Committee will be working to develop new and
enduring CSJ programs and positive image ideas and find new ways to include
young people in CSJ initiatives. CSJ also will continue to move forward to pro-
mote Italian language and culture and to assist lodges interested in starting after
school programs or getting the Italian language taught in their local schools.

Enrico and his wife Camille have visited Italy several times. Camille, a
teacher, took graduate courses offered through the Stony Brook University
Summer Studies in Rome Program. Rick tagged along and also took a few
courses. There, he and Camille were immersed in the Italian culture, language
and landscape and loved every minute of it. But whether in Italy or at home,
they continue to appreciate and enjoy the legacy of their rich Italian heritage. H
